Anotace

Druhy svazek monografie Premonstrdti v Plzni je vénovan osobnosti Josefa
Vojtécha Sedlacka (1785-1836), ktery byl v prvni tietiné 19. stoleti vyznamnou
osobnosti kralovského mésta Plzné a Sirokého okoli. V Sirokych kulturné
historickych souvislostech predstavuje jeho pestré zivotni osudy, odborné,
pedagogické, vzdélavaci i osvétové aktivity. Sepsan byl na zakladé intenzivniho
badéani v archivech a knihovnach u nas i v zahranici. Josef Vojtéch Sedlac¢ek byl
fimsko-katolickym duchovnim, premonstratem, ¢lenem kanonie klastera v Teplé
(jméno Josef je kiestni, jméno Vojtéch je fddové) uzndvanym a oblibenym
profesorem plzenského Filozofického tustavu. Vyucoval matematiku, Fectinu
a nepovinny cesky jazyk. Po Sesti letech pedagogického ptisobeni v Plzni se
stal aktivnim ceskym buditelem. Je autorem ceskych ucebnic matematiky
a fyziky, vzdélavacich a populariza¢nich ¢lank, oslavnych basni a 6d sepsanych
v klasicistnim duchu. Zaslouzil se o rozvoj ¢eského divadla v Plzni, prispél ke
vzniku a rozvoji ¢eskych ¢tenarskych spolecnosti ve Spaleném Poric¢i a Radnici,
k zaloZeni prvni Ceské trividlni Skoly v Plzni a prvni Ceské mimoprazské
matefské skolky. Patfil k horlivym podporovatelim Narodniho muzea a vSech
¢eskych obrozeneckych aktivit. Stykal se s vysokou ¢eskou i zahrani¢ni slechtou,
kterou se snazil ziskat pro ,,Ceskou véc“. Za své aktivni pedagogické plisobeni,
ale i loajalitu k rakouskému panovnickému domu a k rakouské monarchii,
ziskal né€kolik vyznamnych ocenéni. Mnohymi prazskymi predstaviteli ¢eského
kulturniho svéta byl pro svou loajalitu kritizovan a zesmésnovan. Sedlackovy
vSestranné aktivity vSak byly tspésné, sehraly mimoiradné dtlezitou tlohu
v §ifeni Ceského jazyka, kultury, vzdélanosti a védy, a to nejen na Plzensku.



The second volume of the monograph Premonstratensians in Pilsen is
devoted to Josef Vojtéch Sedlacek (1785-1836), who was an important figure in
the royal city of Pilsen and the wider area in the first third of the 19th century.
Set in more detailed cultural and historical circumstances, it presents his varied
life experiences and his professional, pedagogical, educational activities. The
second volume was written on the basis of intensive research in archives and
libraries that are located in our homeland and abroad. Josef Vojtéch Sedlacek
was a Roman Catholic clergyman, a Premonstratensian, a member of the
monastery in Tepla, a recognized and popular professor at the Philosophical
Institute in Pilsen. He taught mathematics, Greek and the optional Czech
language. After six years of teaching in Pilsen, he became an active Czech
revivalist. He is the author of Czech mathematics and physics textbooks,
educational and popularizing articles, celebratory poems and odes that were
written in a classicist style. He contributed to the development of the Czech
theatre in Pilsen. He also helped to establish and develop Czech reading
societies in Spalené Pofi¢i and Radnice. Furthermore, he founded the first Czech
trivial school in Pilsen and the first Czech kindergarten outside of Prague. He
was one of the ardent supporters of the National Museum. In addition, he
fully encouraged all Czech revival activities. He socialized with high Czech and
foreign nobility, whom he tried to win over for the “Czech cause”. He received
several important awards for his active teaching activities, but also for his
loyalty to the Austrian royal house and the Austrian Empire. However, he was
criticized and ridiculed by many Prague representatives of the Czech cultural
world for his loyalty. Sedlacek’s all-round activities were successful. They were
an essential part of the spread of the Czech language, culture, education and
science, not only in the Pilsen region but also in the whole country.
